Myth 1: Homosexuality Is the Worst of All Sins. 
 
1 Corinthians 6:9b-10 Neither the sexually immoral … 
nor adulterers nor homosexual offenders 10 nor thieves 
nor the greedy nor drunkards nor slanderers nor 
swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God.  

“Homosexual sin does not disqualify one from salvation any 
more than disobeying parents or gossiping.” 

 
Romans 3:23-24 All have sinned and fall short of the glory 
of God, 24 and are justified freely by his grace through the 
redemption that came by Christ Jesus.       Proverbs 6:16-19 



Myth 2: Homosexuality Is a Just a Choice.  
“There are many issues that impact a child’s development 

toward (or away from) a healthy sexual identity.” 
 
Myth 3: Homosexuality is All About Sex. 
“In reality, homosexuality has its roots in a wrong reaction 
to a legitimate need: the need to be loved and affirmed by 

the same sex parent … and, ultimately, by God.” 
 
Myth 4:  Homosexuality Is Genetic. 
“The media loves to promote this myth, but the truth is that 

despite numerous studies conducted over the past 50 
years, there is no proof that homosexuality is genetic.” 

 
If a genetic link is discovered, it would not make any more 
of a difference than it has for the treatment of alcoholism.    

 
Myth 5: 10% of the Population is Homosexual. 
“This figure came from the flawed methodology of Dr. Alfred 

Kinsey (who used an unspecified percentage of college 
students and sex offenders.)  A series of studies from 1989 

through 2000 show the real percentage of people in 
America who are exclusively homosexual is 2 to 3%.”  

 
Myth 6: Marriage/Dating Will “Fix” a Homosexual.  

“Homosexuality is not about sex, it’s about unmet needs.  
Homosexuality is not an inability to relate to the opposite 
sex; it is an inability to relate properly and healthily to the 
same sex.  Relating sexually to someone of the opposite 
gender is not a requirement – or a proof – of wholeness.”
